Grants and Scholarships

in the form of scholarships, grants, loans, and employment

opportunities. Financial aid is provided by the University, by
Federal and state governments, by social, fraternal, professional,
and community organizations, by employers, both present and
prospective, and by friends and graduates of the University. It
can be used to pay for tuition and fees, room and board, books,
supplies, transportation, and personal expenses. It is awarded
to students who demonstrate eligibility by submitting a financial
aid application, who compete in inter-collegiate athletics, who
are academically outstanding, or who are ready to commit their
time and skills after graduation to the armed forces or to
a particular employer.

University Scholars

Freshman applicants who qualify as University Scholars,
based on outstanding grade point averages and SAT or ACT test
scores, can earn a scholarship that pays a significant percentage
of the cost of tuition for up to four years of undergraduate study
at USF. To remain eligible, University Scholars must achieve and
maintain a 3.25 grade point average. There is no application for
this program. Recipients are identified at the time of admission.
Applicants must apply for admission by November 15, 2007, to be
eligible for consideration as University Scholars.

Tuition Grants

University Tuition Grants are funded by USF and provide
tuition assistance to eligible undergraduate applicants. The Free
Application For Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) is required and
individual awards will depend on demonstrated need, fund
availability, and the applicant’s academic record.

Cal Grants

The California Student Aid Commission funds the Cal
Grant programs and eligible California residents at USF may
participate in Cal Grant A (tuition assistance) or Cal Grant B
(tuition and stipend assistance). Awards are made by the Student
Aid Commission and interested applicants must file the Free
Application For Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) and the Cal Grant
GPA Verification Form by the required deadline.

The Free Application For Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) is
required of applicants for assistance from all of the following
federal student aid programs.

Pell Grant

The Federal Pell Grant Program provides assistance to those
undergraduates with the greatest need who are pursuing their
first undergraduate degree. Once the aid applicant has been found
eligible for Pell Grant assistance, USF will determine the specific
amount of the award.

Eligible Pell recipients may also be offered assistance from the
Academic Competitiveness and SMART Grants.

The University of San Francisco offers student financial aid

Federal Grant Program

The Federal Supplemental Educational Opportunity Grant
Program provides grant assistance to Pell Grant eligible under-
graduates with exceptional need.

Federal Work-Study Program

The Federal Work-Study Program provides funds to subsidize
and encourage student employment for those students who have
need of the earnings to meet educational expenses.

The Perkins Loan

The Federal Perkins Loan is funded by an annual federal
contribution and by repayments made by previous borrowers.
Loans are made by USF and the amount will depend on the
applicant’s demonstrated need and the availability of funds.
Interest at 5% begins to accrue and repayment begins nine months
after the borrower ceases to be at least a half-time student.

Nursing Student Loan

The Nursing Student Loan is funded chiefly by repayments
made by previous borrowers. Loans are made by the Office of
Financial Aid to eligible nursing students and the amount will
depend on the applicant’s demonstrated need and the availability
of funds. Interest at 5% begins to accrue and repayment begins
nine months after the borrower ceases to be at least a half-time
student.

Direct Student Loan

The subsidized William D. Ford Federal Direct Stafford
Student Loan provides assistance to undergraduates with demon-
strated need. Interest is fixed at 6.8% and begins to accrue six
months after the borrower graduates or ceases to be at least a
half-time student. Annual loan limits are $3,500 for freshmen,
$4,500 for sophomores, and $5,500 for juniors and seniors. The
amount borrowed for the Subsidized Direct Student Loan may
never exceed the applicant’s demonstrated need.

Unsubsidized Direct Student Loan

Applicants with limited or no eligibility for the Subsidized
Direct Student Loan may borrow from the Unsubsidized Direct
Student Loan. In addition, independent undergraduate borrowers
may borrow from this program to supplement their Subsidized
Direct Loan eligibility. Terms and conditions are identical to the
Subsidized program except that interest begins to accrue imme-
diately and it is the student borrower’s responsibility to pay the
interest. Annual loan limits for independent student borrowers
(subsidized and unsubsidized Direct loan combined) are $7,500
for freshmen, $8,500 for sophomores, and $10,500 for juniors
and seniors.

TRAVELING WEST FROM THE
BAY BRIDGE/EAST BAY

After crossing the Bay Bridge, take the
“101 North, Golden Gate Bridge” exit to the
Fell/Octavia Streets exit (434B). Proceed
straight five signals and turn left onto Fell
Street. Travel approximately one mile to
Masonic Av. Turn right on Masonic and
continue six blocks, then turn left on Turk
Street. USF's Lone Mountain Campus will
be on your right. After the second traffic

light, turn right up the ramp to the Visitors’

Kiosk for parking instructions.

TRAVELING NORTH ON 280 FROM
THE PENINSULA/SOUTH BAY

Take Highway 280 Northbound. Take the
19th Avenue exit and stay in the left lanes.
Stay on 19th Avenue for approximately
three miles. Turn right onto Fulton Street.
Travel to Masonic Avenue and turn left.
Proceed to the second traffic light and turn
left on Turk Street.

TRAVELING NORTH ON 101 FROM THE
