
ASUSF Community Action Policy

2009-2010

Purpose: To improve the quality of involvement with University of San Francisco clubs and organizations and the San Francisco community by redefining their initial community service requirements and turning it into ACTION. This involvement will not only create a relationship with the greater San Francisco/Bay Area but will also enhance the goals and mission of the participating organizations. 

Definition of Community Action: An activity or service relating to a club/organizations mission, that directly benefits an organization or a particular community. (e.g. a Latino/a based organization tutoring children in a predominantly Latino/a high school in San Francisco). Your club members receive benefits by learning more about how their project makes a difference in the lives of the projectrecipients, and the recipients receive benefits that only the club/organization could provide. 

Criteria and Guidelines:*Prior to submitting the Community Action Proposal Form, the Community Action point person from each club/organization must meet with the Vice President of Mission for the Plan of Action Meeting, to discuss any proposed ideas for the CA project and to review the evaluation form submitted the past year. Following the submission of the CA Policy form, the Vice President of Mission will let you know when the PoAM are available to take place.

*Community Action Project (CAPs) must:

· Reflect the organization’s mission/vision

· Take place off campus

· Occur  at least once per academic year

· Meet attendance requirements of having at least 50% of your members present. 

· Be at least an eight hour commitment with the same organization. The eight hourcommitment does not have to be completed at one time, and can be completed over the coarse of the year. 

· (i.e. Two hours every 1st Saturday of the Month for four months.)
  -  At least one photograph should be taken and submitted with your CA Evaluation Form.
* CAPs must be submitted on Orgsync  for approval by Tuesday, December 1st, 2009..  The Intern will work with the ASUSF VP of Mission on all CAPs. Approval or requested changes will be provided to clubs within 15 business days of proposal submission.

* The Community Action Evaluation and Reflection Form must be submitted TWO WEEKS after completion of the Community Action activity, and no later than Friday, April 2nd2010.It is recommended that you fill out this form at the club meeting following the completion of your Community Action Project. 

*Failure to meet all the Community Action requirements for any semester will result in disciplinary action for your club/organization in the form of monetary sanctions (i.e., loss of access to Club Funding and/or Superfund for one semester).  Clubs/organizations that repeatedly fail to meet the requirement will not be allowed to re-register.

Collaboration:

Two or more student organizations may collaborate with each other on CAPs if the event matches with the vision/mission of each organization and all CAP criteria are met.
