Here, he’s 
a bit more relaxed, wax-
ing on in his professorial 
best as he harmonizes 
wonderfully on Robert 
Browning, Shelley, Yeats, 
and Hart Crane. However, 
Shakespeare he gives top notch to and kindly al-
lows Whitman the American spot. If nothing less, 
Bloom offers some good leads for useful reading.

Using the superhero 
genre as a vehicle for a parody of trickle-down 
economics, The Adventures of Unemployed Man 
will introduce you to “The Just-Us League,” at the 
top rung of the economic ladder, along with “The 
Invisible Hand,” a reference to Adam Smith’s self-
regulating market. Other super-villains include 
“The Outsourcerer,” “The Broker,” and for anyone

The Housekeeper and the Professor by Yoko Ogawa is a 
story about a woman hired to 
work for a brilliant mathema-
tician suffering from memory 
loss.  His short term memory 
only lasts for 80 minutes.  The 
housekeeper, the professor, and 
her son, called “Root” by the 
professor because his head is 
like a square root symbol, grad-
ually form a familial bond.  This 
short novel is both simple and 
complex, funny and profound, 
heart warming and melancholy.

Inferno (a poet’s novel)
by Eileen Myles 
Stacks: PS 3563.Y498 I54 2010

Myles, a woman who came of age as a poet and a lesbian 
in the 70s in New York City, is my biggest literary hero. 
Indeed, I appreciate her poetry, but I really love her short 
story collection Chelsea Girls as well as 2000’s “nonfic-
tion novel,” Cool For You. She’s back on the prose horse 
with Inferno, which is essentially a memoir of her life as 
a poet broken into three parts and structured similarly 
to Dante’s epic poem by the same name. Myles again 
experiments with voice and form in Inferno: the narra-
tive of Section I races with suspense as she interweaves 
a night spent as an escort with the beginnings of her life 
in NYC. Section II is truly inge-
nious—it is written as a grant 
application essay, a process 
that every working poet loose-
ly equates with getting paid as 
an artist. While she graphically 
describes her discovery of les-
bian sex in Section III, which 
she connects to thriving as a 
poet, the tone and style be-
come less dynamic and I had 
trouble finishing the book.

tions. For each work deposited in the repository, 
the author will get a monthly e-mail report on 
how many times the work has been downloaded.  
The repository is also equipped with a profes-
sional-grade peer-review/editorial management 
system that provides professional digital journal 
publishing and conference events management 
services.

All members of the University of San Francisco 

community are invited to contribute their scholarship 
and research to the repository. 

For faculty, if your department is already listed on the 
repository site, you can either: 

• Log into the repository using your USFconnect 
login to directly submit your works. Please review the 
copyright section below if you want to include pub-

lished works where copyright 
has been transferred to the 
publisher. 

• Send the works you’d like 
to deposit in the repository 
to administrator Jessica Lu 
(see contact information at 
the end of the article) and 
she will deposit it for you.  A 
simple way to get started is 
to send her your current CV 
or a list of citations.

If your department/school 
is not yet listed in the re-
pository, please contact the 
administrator to have it set 
up first.  

Students can also use the 
repository to electronically 
submit theses and disserta-

tions to the library.  Detailed instructions will be com-
ing from your degree programs.

Copyright Issues

Please make sure you have the appropriate rights 
or permissions to post works in the repository.  For 
published journal articles where copyright has been 
transferred to the publisher, many publishers have 
a policy in place that allows a particular version of 
the article to be archived in an institutional reposi-
tory.  If the publisher’s version is not permitted, often 
pre-print (the version before refereeing) or post-print 
(the version after refereeing) is allowed.  Therefore it 
is important to save a copy of these versions for the 
maximum distribution of your research.  If not sure 
about past publications’ rights status, please contact 
Jessica Lu and she can research the publishers’ poli-
cies for you: zjlu@usfca.edu or (415) 422-5674.
