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Who May Apply
Applicants must hold a bachelor’s degree in any field from  
an accredited institution. A GPA of 3.0 is required. The GRE  
is not required.

Length of Program
The Master of Arts in Asia Pacific Studies is a 21-month program, 
with classes held in the evening. The program is designed 
to meet the needs of working professionals as well as recent 
university graduates.

Application Date
Applications are accepted throughout the year. The priority 
application date is April 15. For priority consideration for 
admission and fellowships, applicants are encouraged to submit 
all application items to USF several weeks before the application 
date.
