your event.

mandatory and as a working part of the cityÕs 
community, we should be on track with those 
standar ds. 

Spread the W ord
¥Let people know how and why you gr eened your 

event.
¥Advertise your function as a gr een event. 
¥ Call attention to eco-friendly items with signs and 

announcements. 
¥Brief all volunteers and staf f about the gr een 

featur es of the event so they can help monitor 
and infor m your participants.  

1. Plan and purchase with 
sustainability in mind.

2. Set up compost and recycling         
at the venue.

3. Publicize your event as green. 



Green Purchasing
¥Request r eusable tablewar e and 

utensils ( china and silverwar e) from 
Bon Apetit. 

¥If you have to select items made of 
virgin material, ensur e it is 
recyclable and/or compostable. 

¥Avoid styr ofoam completely

¥Provide or ganic and local foods 
when possible. 

Recycling and Composting
¥Call Facilities Management to 

request  eco-stations for your 
event, to facilitate r ecycling 
and composting. ext. 6464

¥An eco-station is an attractive 
set of thr ee r eceptacles 
already color-coded and 
labeled for pr oper separation.

¥A lar ge portion of waste fr om 
events consists of r ecyclable 
decorations and compostable 
food waste. Using eco-stations 
can r educe that unnecessary 
waste.

¥Send event invitations thr ough 
email. 

¥Print programs on r ecycled paper .
¥Optimize natural lighting befor e 

turning lights on.
